Chris Dubord, owner of One Look Sign Co. presented the application. Proposed are two signs: 1) a hanging sign on the porch, 65”x12”, and 2) a sign on the free standing street sign, 48”x7.25”

B.  “Cocotte”  Application for Certificate of Zoning Compliance for Signs

      2 Pennywise Lane, Map 30/Lot 3, Residence Z District Applicant/Agent: Jeffrey DeFrancesco         


Jeffrey and Isabelle DeFrancesco presented the application. The proposed free-standing sign is 42”x42” with low powered LED illumination from below, and is very close in size to the previous business sign, and will be placed parallel to the building.


Members discussed the white space on the sign and its orientation. There was concern that the windows of the building may be blocked by the sign, and that the sign may interfere with outdoor seating and patrons. Members suggested creating a round sign, rather than the round logo within a square sign, thereby removing the white space. Mr. DeFrancesco explained that the photo showing the proposed sign is not to scale and the sign appears disproportionately large compared to the building.
MOTION by K. Toolan to recommend approval of “Cocotte”  Application for Certificate of Zoning Compliance for Signs, 2 Pennywise Lane, Map 30/Lot 3, Residence Z District with the following recommendations: the square sign is changed to a circle, and a second horizontal support bar is added below the sign, and the planting area is extended as far as the sign; SECONDED: E. Armstrong; VOTING IN FAVOR: E. Grochowski, E. Armstrong, K. Toolan and A. Laferriere; ABSTAINING: None. OPPOSED: None. APPROVED: 4-0-0.
