III. COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC - None
IV. COMMENTS FROM THE SELECTMEN:  Mr. Giegerich shared his enthusiasm for the field lights fundraising and feels comfortable reporting that the goal of $150,000 is within reach. Mr. Pugliese inquired about the transfer station: Mr. Fortuna commented that a design has been agreed upon that includes a scale but DEEP has to sign off under our general permit; he also inquired about an update on the WPCA program: Mr. Fortuna commented that the monitoring well information is complete and showed very promising results to be able to handle the flow from the remaining study areas. At this time, we will be engaging DEEP and DPH about gallons per day per bedroom flows. There are two conflicting standards and both are above the historical evidence of water use in these areas. Building too big a plant is a bad idea as it won’t function properly. In addition, a full scale test will have to be completed. Mr. Fortuna stated that he is looking for assurances that the models will match reality when conducting a test because the testing is very expensive. The good news with a test is that the drip system that would have to be installed for a test would be the equipment that would be used in the completed system. This test may be eligible for a 50% planning grant from DEEP.

Ms. Beckman gave an overview of the program in which we are asking for a 1million grant, a 1million match from the private sector, a $250,000 contribution from the ARPA funds that would also be matched privately for a total program investment of 2.5 million. The focus is also on TOD areas which gives us a better chance at succeeding in getting the grant. She made clear this is not a loan program; rather it is a grant program. The area of the plan was discussed and Ms. Beckman explained why we targeted the area we did; the board further discussed and came to a consensus that we should be asking for more funding, and upped the total program amount to 3.5million.
