COVID 19 Community UPDATE #27 - April 11, 2020

The following Community Update is being provided to you from the
Town of Old Saybrook Emergency Operations Center.

The intent of this document is to provide a daily summary of preparedness,
response and other government activities.

Public Safety & Community Information

The Nation, State, and Town remain under Declared States of Emergency.

This is the first time in History when all states are under Declared States of Emergency.
Over 20,000 people have died from COVID-19 in the United States.

Please take social distancing recommendations seriously. Our lives depend on it!

The Town’s Emergency Operation Center (EOC) remains operational.

There was one (1) new CONFIRMED case of COVID-19 today in Old Saybrook.

Old Saybrook belongs to the Connecticut River Area Health District (CRAHD).

This includes the Towns of Chester, Clinton, Deep River, Haddam, and Old Saybrook.
These are the current reported Positive Cases according to CRAHD:

- Chester - 20 Confirmed Cases 2 Deaths
- Clinton - 20 Confirmed Cases 1 Death

- Deep River 5 Confirmed Cases

- Haddam - 6 Confirmed Cases
- Old Saybrook
We are confident that there are twenty two (22) additional presumptive positive cases in OS.

16 Confirmed Cases

Public Health Officials advise Connecticut is entering the peak of the COVID-19 Outbreak.
We are very concerned about EVERYONE’s Health over the next two (2) — three (3) weeks.
It is predicted that Middlesex County’s “peak” may be around April 22, 2020. It is April 11",
If you do not need to go out - STAY HOME!!

It is confirmed that the COVID-19 is no match for the Easter Bunny. Please tell the kids.

Bunny Operations contacted our EOC and confirmed the Bunny will be visiting Old Saybrook.



m We are concerned that people will get restless and try to return to “normal” too soon.

m If we scale back or stop our social distancing efforts now, things will get worse.

m Our goal is to PREVENT illness which will PREVENT death.

m We will not be successful without you. Please help us save lives! Stay Safe — Stay Home!
m We delivered PPE Easter Baskets to those who live in 55+ communities today.

m The baskets had simple face masks and latex free gloves to protect the most vulnerable.
m The baskets also had Easter Candy. Shhh...It"s our secret & we won’t tell “nobunny!”
m Baskets and Easter Candy were donated by WalMart, CVS, and Target. — Thank you!
m When choosing to “get some fresh air” try to stay home on your own property.

m If choosing to take a walk, stay local, stay in very small groups, stay distant, STAY SAFE!

m It is helpful for Public Safety to know if a person in your home, that is not an Old Saybrook
Resident, has sadly been diagnosed with COVID-19 (after being tested).

m If you are caring for a COVID-19 Patient in your home, please contact us so we can ensure
the proper resources are sent to your home in case of an emergency AND we can keep our First
Responders Safe! Call the Police Department at 860-395-3142 or email the Emergency

m Practice Social Distancing — Not doing so is selfish! — We can keep each other SAFE!

m The Governor has ordered the suspension of weekend and weekly rentals of homes.

m The Governor has ordered all hotels, motels, and resorts to close for recreational travelers.

m The Governor has ordered the restriction of gatherings to no more than five (5) people.

m Big Y will be closed on Sunday & Monday.

m All grocery stores in Old Saybrook are asking you (begging really) to PLEASE “Shop Alone”.

m Stores must limit how many shoppers can be in a store at one time by 50%. It’s now the Law.
m Follow the Warning Signs that are placed at the entrances to indoor stores/shops.

m If you have flu like symptoms or have been around someone with flu like symptoms DO NOT
ENTER A PUBLIC STORE!

m Public Health Awareness Advertisements are all over town to remind people to:
“Wash Their Hands”, “Sneeze and Cough in Your Elbow” and to “Maintain Social Distance”.

LESS CONTACT = LESS VIRAL INFECTIONS = LESS DEATH
m Easter Service Schedules are attached.

m The Governor has extended the closure of all non-essential businesses until at least May 20t
