The intent of this document is to provide a summary of preparedness, response and
other government activities.
Public Safety & Community Information

m The Nation, State, and Town remain under Declared States of Emergency.
m The Town’s Emergency Operations Center (EOC) remains operational.

m In addition to the 32 Confirmed COVID-19 Cases in OS, Apple Rehab has 38 residents that
have recently tested positive for COVOID-19.

m Sadly, over the past several days, three (3) Apple Rehab Patients succumbed to the COVID-19
Virus. Our sincere condolences to their families and friends.

m Many patients at convalescent hospitals and/or elderly rehabilitation facilities have “Do Not
Resuscitate” or “Do Not Intubate” Orders that prevent advanced level care when critical ill.

m Middlesex Hospital is working with area convalescent hospitals and/or elderly rehabilitation
facilities to ensure staff and patients are as safe as possible.

m Public Health and the Police Department are working with Apple Rehab Administrators to
conduct contact tracing activities.

m We DO NOT feel that the matter at Apple Rehab will cause a Community Spread Problem.
