COVID-19 Public Health Emergency – TOWN STATUS – RED 

The following Community Update is being provided to you from the  

Town of Old Saybrook Emergency Operations Center.    

The intent of this document is to provide a summary of preparedness, response, 

Emergency Protective Measures and other government activities.   
 

Public Safety & Community Information 

■  The Nation, State, and Town remain under Declared States of Emergency. 

■  The Town’s Emergency Operations Center (EOC) remains operational.   

■  In the past week there have been 22 new CONFIRMED residential cases of COVID-19 in OS. 

■  Old Saybrook belongs to the Connecticut River Area Health District (CRAHD). 

■  This includes the Towns of Chester, Clinton, Deep River, Haddam, and Old Saybrook. 

■  There were also new CONFIRMED cases of COVID-19 in our District over the past week. 

■  These are the total reported Positive Residential Cases, since March, according to CRAHD:   

 - Chester - 47 Confirmed Cases   

 - Clinton  - 292 Confirmed Cases   

 - Deep River - 97 Confirmed Cases   

 - Haddam - 157 Confirmed Cases     

 - Old Saybrook - 187 Confirmed Cases   

These numbers DO NOT include any Positive Cases at Convalescent Facilities. 

■  Old Saybrook is experiencing a VERY high COVID-19 positivity rate. 

■  We NEED YOUR help to STOP Community Spread of COVID-19.  This is serious! 
■  Contact Tracing for Old Saybrook has determined that Community Spread IS happening at 

social gatherings. It is NOT happening in our schools or restaurants. YOU can make a difference!

Community COVID 19 Testing 

■  FREE COVID-19 Testing resumes tomorrow! 

■  Testing is available 7 days a week from 8:30 AM – 4:00 PM at Saybrook Point! 

■  No appointments / No fees!  Please get tested! 

■  Testing will be available seven (7) days a week – including weekends! 

■  The COVID-19 PCR Test is the most reliable test and takes 2-3 days for results to be available.   

■  The average wait time at the Old Saybrook Testing Site is 2 hours – so please arrive early!

State Department of Public Health 

■  The State Department of Public Health maintains increased communication with local 
authorities.   

■  Remember the 3 W’s - Wear your masks, Wash your hands, Watch your distance! 

■  Here is where we stand in Connecticut today: 
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State of Connecticut COVID-19 Community Rating System 

■  The system classifies towns and ciiees based on 1) populaieon and 2) how many residents 
have tested posiieve for COVID-19 on a two week rolling average.  

■  Communiiees that have increased posiieve COVID-19 cases are designated as YELLOW, 
ORANGE, or RED.  The State will make these designaieons each week at 5 PM. 

■  This State raieng system does not impact the status of our public schools.   

■  No matter what “color” a town or city is, a different raieng scale is used by ALL 
Superintendents of Schools to make decisions concerning in person learning acieviiees. 

■  Here is the map of the State with the Yellow, Orange, and Red designations as of 5PM today.

■  Today at 5 PM, Old Saybrook was placed in the RED Category-Again. 

■  More than 90 % of Conneciecut’s populaieon is in a RED Zone!  (This is not good!) 

 

Required Emergency Protective Actions

Goodwin Elementary School  - On Campus / In Classroom Learning  

(Grades 3 and 4 – Distance Learning) 

 

■  The Superintendent makes the decision concerning On Campus / In Person Learning vs 
Distance Learning based on facts concerning posiieve COVID 19 Cases, Contact Tracing Reports, 
and Staff Availability.   

■  If there is a posiieve case of COVID-19 in one of our schools, it does not mean the eniere 
school must close.   Being in cohorts may allow for only one class or only one grade to be 
impacted.  

■  The “Red” Status DOES NOT affect the Schools or alter a school schedule.  

■  The reason that a school moves to online learning may not be because of a COVID-19 
“outbreak”, but rather that there are too many faculty members who are classified as a “Direct 
Contact” of just one posiieve case and must quaraniene – leaving not enough staff to safely 
open a school “in person”. 

■  The Superintendent conienues to collaborate with Regional Public Health and Town 
Emergency Management when making these decisions. 

■  Schools have NOT been the source of Community Spread.    

■  Our schools are one of the only places in our community that model, mandate, and enforce 

mask wearing and proper hygiene.  If schools are open – they are safe.

COVID-19 Vaccination 

 
■  We are monitoring the Federal and State Government’s Vaccinaieon Plans. 

■  We will ensure that should the vaccine become available for widespread distribuieon we will 
be ready to assist the Regional Health Department with vaccinaieon clinics. 
■  The State is following CDC Guidelines to determine who is eligible to receive the vaccine first. 

■  Phase 1A will be for Healthcare providers (doctors, nurses, CNAs, & EMS Providers).
